Data analysis technique used was qualitative
descriptive statistics by using the formula the average score and the percentage of accomplished
children. This research concluded that the method of edutainment can enhance language skills
of carly childhood by evident from the success achieved scores of each cycle namely: pre-cycle
(19%). first cycle (60%), and second cycles (89%).
